· A few students will organize the folders in the file transfer protochol program so that all pages are working on the web site. 

· Good graphic design is very important in communicating well and a few students will make recommendations to others in such areas as:

· Webpage authoring

· Webpage editing

· Demonstrating text analysis and composition

· Formating a web page

· Creating hyperlinks and hotspots

· Displaying and working with graphics

· Having good internet skills

·  Students must be able to write fluently and be able to explain who, what, when, where, and why. 
· Most students will utilize thinking and problem solving skills such as:
· Creative thinking by generating new ideas or innovative ways of doing things
· Critical problem solving skills by identifying problems, evaluating information, and developing reasonable solutions.
· Information gathering skills by locating and organizing information from relevant sources (such as school handbooks and administrators).
· Mathematical reasoning by applying mathematical concepts appropriately to estimation, measurement, and calculation.  tc "Most Students will know"
