Some students will know how the culture of Indians effects the actions in the story.  They will identify an example of each type of text structure. Infer what life changes/lessons the main characters may have learned.  Understand the background information on the French and Indian War.tc "Some Students will know"
tc "Some Students will know"
Most students will identify the themes of the story. They will understand the cause and effect of the cupboard on the main characters’ lives. They will compare and contrast the main characters. This would include the boys Omri and Patrick, as well as the Indian and Cowboy. Use context clues to help define unfamiliar vocabulary.

tc "Most Students will know"
All students will know that the author’s purpose is for entertainment. They will retell the main idea of the boys bringing the toys to life and later return them to plastic. They will list supporting details by listing the toys brought to life.  The will recognize that the cowboy and Indian didn’t like each other, but later became friends.

Authors’ Notetc "Authors’ Note"
The purpose of this unit is to respond to a need to differentiate the school curriculum for the inclusion of all children. We met to create a universal unit that focuses on improving reading comprehension while using non-fiction reading selections. Because this was a broad topic with many facets, we decided to focus on using reading strategies (i.e. main idea, supporting details, context clues, prior knowledge, re-reading) to help students read with understanding.

THE LONGHOUSE:
INTRODUCTION:

Longhouses are long and narrow bark covered houses that he Haudenosuanee (People of the Longhouse), also known as the Iroquois,
lived in until the latter part of the 1800"s. These homes contained one large extended family. All the women and children living in a
longhouse were of the same clan. Longhouses had tuo doors and no windows. One door was located on each end of the longhouse.
Numerous longhouses in an area created a village. The village was sometimes protected from intruders by  palisade (an 18 ft. tall
wooden fence). The Haudenosaunce planted gardens around their homes. They planted foods like corn, beans, and squash. They also
hunted game and birds, they fished, and they gathered wiild plants, berrics, sceds, and nuts.

The longhouse is constructed using a wooden pole framework. Long poles are vertically set into the ground with the ¥ fork at the top
(se fig 2). These long poles are set to form a large rectangle that is spaced approximately 4 o 5 feet apart and stands 10 feet tall
(see fig. 1).  Poles are laid horizontally onto the top of the ¥ forked foundation and tied into place with wooden splints or rope made
from slipper elm or bass wood fibers (sce fig. 3) To make the foundation strong, long poles are placed horizntally along the upright
poles and tied into place (see fig.3).
